OAP  open access publishing situation of Chinese scientific
journals. We found that there were 143 OAJs open access
journals  published in China but some of them were not stable.
Moreover most of Chinese OAJs were published separately and
not formed the advantage of aggregated digitized information. We
also found that there were more OAJs in the fields of medicine

biology agriculture and chemistry and the citation indicators of
OAJs were obviously higher than those of non-OAJs. We think that
China should pay more attention to establishing stable OA websites
with plentiful OAJs and open archives.
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
